Once completed anhd the answers have discussed as a Class (using slide 11), ask pupils to then put the
events in order of importance to themselves.

Plenary:

ASK pupilS to how write 5 historiCal events, without referring to ahything, having
completed the lessoh (oh whiteboard, sCrap paper, baCk Of book etC).

Most — will be able to consider the importance Of the events that have happenhed and Canh attempt to
subjectively put them in order.
